Instructions for Plan, Do, Study, Act (PDSA)
Plan
1. Choose one commitment from your plan. Develop an “I Will” statement in student friendly terms. Post on classroom wall. Determine when you will evaluate your performance on this “I Will” statement and the criteria for success. Explain to students that this is your “I Will” statement and they will have an opportunity to evaluate your performance on this “I Will” statement. 
Do 
2. Implement the “I Will” statement for allotted time. 
Study
3. Have students evaluate your performance, for example, allow students to complete a plus/delta on your performance daily. This will change according to the level of students. 
Act
4. Analyze the results of the evaluation. If you met the criteria for success then move to the next commitment from your plan. 
5. If you didn’t meet the criteria, restructure your plan for the original “I Will” statement and continue for another month (or allotted time).
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
