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Using ASSIST for  
Race to the Top Scope of Work Revisions  

 
Beginning with the 2013 LEA Scope of Work update, all revisions to the LEA Scope of Work 
will occur inside the ASSIST system.   
 

1) Each local district that is participating in Race to the Top will transfer its existing Scope 
of Work, along with any updates for the 2013-14 school year into ASSIST.  The 
strategies, activities and other information will be transferred into ASSIST under the 
following “Goal” areas. 
a) CIITS/Instructional Module – any activities in your Scope of Work that fall under 

the CIITS Instructional Module should be recorded under the PROFICIENCY Goal.  
You should also include activities that involve staff that are focused on CIITS 
implementation under the PROFICIENCY goal. 

b) EDS Module - any activities in your Scope of Work that fall under the CIITS EDS 
Module should be recorded under the NEW fifth goal of NEXT GENERATION 
PROFESSIONALS. 

c) AdvanceKentucky – if your district received Race to the Top funding for the 
implementation of AdvanceKentucky at one of your high schools, pleas record those 
activities under the COLLEGE AND CAREER READINESS goal. 

 
2) All transfers and updates of the Scope of Work into the ASSIST system should be 

completed by close of business on Monday, April 15, 2013.   
 

3) For the 2013 update, each district will create a new PDF file of their ASSIST Plan after 
completing the input of the Race to the Top Scope of Work information into ASSIST. 
Each district will send a link to this new file to Pat Trotter at 
pat.trotter@education.ky.gov.  For future years, RTT Scope of Work updates will be a 
part of the regular submission of ASSIST plans to KDE.
