 “I Do It”
	· Modeling only in response to student errors
· Lack of think time
· Present general background knowledge only
· Model a skill/strategy unrelated to the current instructional objective
· Pacing does not positively impact student achievement


	




























	During 
“We Do It”
	· No measurement of understanding
· Lack of  formative assessment
· Passive review in which students look and listen as teacher rereads key points
· General feedback/non- specific feedback
· “Good job on your work.”
· “Sorry but try again, those answers are incorrect.”












	
· Time to practice independently
· Circulate to monitor individual students and assist with student/pair/group mastery 
· Application in new context
· Demonstration of proficiency in the standard
· Students are problem solving and cognitively engaged without scaffolds
· Teacher evaluates formatively for Tier I interventions (excellent time to provide Tier 1 interventions)
· Debrief strategies and student success on the daily learning target
· Students leading discussions and questioning thinking
· Differentiate and vary the independent practice formats
· No teacher support
· Self-regulation
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
