LEAD KY – building capacity of principals – Partnership with NISSEL.
Directors of Special Ed are being encouraged to participate in LEAD KY.

All states will submit to OSEP a SSIP plan by February 2, 2015 – phase 1.  (see PowerPoint for more information)  .  Collaboration is being seen from the US Dept of Ed and OSEP.  SAPEC will review this prior to the phase I deadline in February 2015.
Gap to Goal – We are still not closing the gap between typical peers with students with disabilities.  We will not reach our goals for closing gaps for kids with disabilities.  We want all to improve.  How do we accelerate learning for kids with disabilities?  This is in the very early phase of achieving this goal.   Funding for the coops to provide special education services – they will be creating a regional plan to close the gap for students with disabilities.
Congratulations to Mike Armstrong for his recent new position at Executive Director of KY School Boards Association.  Mr. Armstrong will be stepping down from the SAPEC to assume his new role since he is on the panel as a superintendent.

· Approximately 20-25% of the population involved in educational programming
· 568 offenders earned a GED
· 2 major goals for educators working with incarcerated youth who have special needs in correctional facilities are to: identify students with special education needs and ensure that they have up-to-date evaluations and IEP’s AND re-engage students in the learning process.
· Research states that at least 40% of incarcerated youth are eligible for special education services – 72 possible special educations students who have not been identified.
· New GED Testing began after January 1, 2014.
