Vickie Nicholson introduced new panel members.  The newly-appointed members are: (1) Dr. Margaret Bausch from the University of Kentucky representing faculty from higher education, and (2) Brian Lovell, Director of District Personnel, Union County Public Schools, representing parents. Introductions were made by all panel members.  

Ronnie Nolan made a motion to move on into the General Business session of the meeting and come back to Stephanie Sterling’s presentation later in the day.  Ryan Beard seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mr. Beard suggested that the Public Forum be included in the session section of the CEC conference schedule next year. Ms. Sterling Is scheduled to present at 2:30.  Ronnie Nolan made the suggestion to have Mr. Collett present first since Ms. Sterling may not be here until 2:30 pm.  Panel members agreed.
Panel members reviewed the proposed Agenda and a motion was made by Mr. Allen, seconded by Mr. Beard to approve agenda with time changes.  Motion passed.
Mr. Nolan moved to approve the April 2014 minutes and the September 2014 minutes with changes.   Motion was seconded by Jaclyn Smith.  Motion passed.
Ms. Slemp made a presentation in April on incarcerated youth.  The panel suggested that a letter be written to Dr. Holliday.  Draft will be forwarded to the panel for review and a final letter will be written and sent to Dr. Holliday.  Ms. Slemp gave a brief summary of the Kentucky Department of Corrections Education Branch to our new members on the panel since this discussion happened prior to them being appointed to the panel.  Title 1 funding is available for students between the ages of 18-21 that receive Special Education services.  There is a gap of services for these individuals who are incarcerated that have not received a high school diploma.

Ms. Smith made a motion to move forward with the letter to recommend to Dr. Holiday to partner with the Kentucky Department of Corrections.  Motion was seconded by Mr. Merritt.  Motion passed.
Panel members discussed the CEC program agenda and a suggestion was made by new panel member Brian Lovell that more conference sessions be geared toward parents.  Mr. Collett will make note of this and share the planning committee for the 2015 CEC Conference.
Mr. Collett gave a presentation during the General Session.  He shared an overview of that presentation with the panel.  As schools review their own data, each district will create their own school improvement plan and district improvement plans.  KDE wants help districts close those gaps and help them with their areas of concerns.   22 out of 100 students will be college and career ready upon graduation.   

Discussion occurred regarding Senate Bill 200 (Juvenile Justice Reform).
