Executive Committee meeting was called to order at 2:05 pm.  Mrs. Vickie Nicholson, Chair, welcomed everyone to the meeting.  Introductions occurred.  The Chairperson reported to the Executive Committee that progress had been made in developing that progress had been made in developing a system for communicating to speakers following the panel meetings. Mr. Ronnie Nolan asked the panel about the plan for the round table discussion with Murray State students. The Executive Committee agreed that this should be discussed during the general business session. The Executive Committee adjourned at 2:12 PM. 

The General Business Session started at 2:18 PM.  

Martha Slemp made a motion to approve the agenda. Casey Allen seconded the motion to approve the agenda. 

Mrs. Vickie Nicholson asked the panel about the plan for the round table discussion with the college of education. The Panel developed a plan. 

The Panel reviewed the minutes from the April meeting. Martha Slemp shared that the minutes from the last panel meeting do not include minutes on the 25th. The secretary could not be present on the 25th and the minutes are not included in the minutes reviewed today. Mrs. Vickie Nicholson, chair, asked for a motion to amend the minutes and provide them for review at the next meeting. April 25th minutes will be provided to the panel at the next meeting. 

Mrs. Stephanie Sterling presented to the panel the State Performance Plan and Annual Performance Report. Indicators 1-14 are reported by the LEA and indicators 15-17 are reported by KDE. OSEP is moving more towards results driven accountability (RDA) rather than a compliance-focused approach. The Panel members were asked to complete a worksheet on the indicators to provide feedback to KDE. The worksheet included a suggested target from KDE and panel members were asked to circle yes/no and suggestions if no was circled. Mrs. Stephanie went thru indicator numbers 2, 3B, 4A, 5A, 5B, 5C, 6A, 6B, 8, 14A, 14B, 14C, 15, and 16.The Panel had an opportunity to ask questions until 6A, when Mrs. Vickie Nicholson, chair, asked the panel to submit questions rather than asking questions so that the panel could remain on track with our agenda.  

Mrs. Vickey Reilly asked the panel to delay her presentation until tomorrow.  

Mrs. Carol Franks, KDE Effectiveness Coach, shared with the SAPEC information on the Professional Growth and Effectiveness System (PGES).  The focus today is on the teaching part of PGES although Mrs. Franks identified the different roles participating in PGES.  

Mrs. Vickey Reilly agreed to go ahead and present. She presented to the Panel a PowerPoint on the Kentucky Office of Vocational Rehabilitation.

Mrs. Vickie Nicholson, Chair, called the meeting to order at 8:30. Mr. Johnny Collett shared with the Panel a PowerPoint with an update on KDE’s Strategic Plans and State Systemic Improvement Plan.  

Mrs. Jill Griffiths, Project Director of the State Personnel Development Grant/CCR, presented to the Panel on College and Career Readiness for the one percent of students with significant disabilities. At the conclusion of her presentation, Mrs. Jill Griffiths asked the Panel how they would like to provide input. The Panel agreed to submit input online.  The Panel discussed alternate assessment and the federal requirement for students on alternate assessment to be assessed on standards in the way that students in Kentucky are currently being assessed.  Mrs. Vickie Nicholson asked if Mrs. Leisa Smith Hutchinson and Mr. Ronnie Nolan to work collaboratively on a letter to the Kentucky Department of Education with input related to the alternate curriculum model. Mrs. Leisa Smith Hutchinson said that she felt that the time to make a comment is now. 

Mrs. Vickie Nicholson, Chair, asked the Locations Committee to discuss the proposed locations to the Panel. The Locations Committee proposed the following locations: February in Louisville, June in Bowling Green, September in Buckhorn, KY, and November in Louisville, KY. A motion was made by Brent Merritt and seconded by Ronnie Nolan.  
Mrs. Vickie Nicholson, Chair, shared with the Panel that nomination for the Executive Committee could be made by any panel member and that everyone could be considered for a leadership role by expressing interest. She shared that the Panel could submit their name between now and October 20th to Mrs. Vickie Nicholson.  Mrs. Vickie Nicholson told the Panel that we would be having a 5 minute recess so that anyone wishing to let the nominating committee know now that they are interested in being nominated could have time today to contact the Nominating Committee.  

The SAPEC reconvened, Mrs. Vickie Nicholson, Chair, asked the Nominating Committee to report to the Panel their nominations. Mr. Randy McCallon, Nominating Committee Chair, communicated to the group that the Committee was not prepared to make their nominations.  Mrs. Vickie Nicholson, Chair, read to the panel the by-laws related to this topic. The Panel will wait until the next meeting to announce nominations so that everyone interested in serving in a leadership role on the panel will have the opportunity to express interest. 

Martha Slemp made a motion to include on the November agenda a discussion related to the collaborative partnership between the Department of Corrections and the Department of Education to address students 18-21 in adult correctional facilities. Seconded by Brent Merritt. 
Mrs. Vickie Nicholson made a motion to adjourn. 
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
