	General Business Session I

Meeting was called to order at 1:15am by Secretary, Ronnie Nolan. 

Introduction of New Panel Members: Ronnie Nolan introduced new member, Debbie Seider, representing Career and Technical Education. Introductions were made by all panel members.
Review and Approve Agenda: Randy McCallon motioned and Martha Slemp seconded to approve the minutes, with the deletion of Item 2 of the General Business Session I. Motion passed.
Review and Approve June 22, 2015 Minutes: Randy McCallon was present for the conference portion of the Panel meeting and would like it reflected in the minutes. Casey Allen moved for approval, Martha Slemp seconded. The motion passed. 

Orientation for New SAPEC Members/Travel Voucher Requirements: Susan Farra announced that the November meeting will be her last meeting as the KDE contact for the Panel. Jeff Coles will serve as the new KDE contact. Gretta Hylton is the new director of the Diverse Learners Branch, Division of Learning Services, Office of Next-Generation Learners. 
As noted in our bylaws, Susan provided an orientation for new and current members. Dr. Nolan recommended a representative from DJJ be added to the Panel. 
KDE representatives recommended the Panel revisit the bylaws to address partial terms (i.e. if a person did not serve a full term), duties of members, officer responsibilities, length of terms, etc. The recommendation is that this be added to the November meeting; Panel members agreed. 

SAPEC website could be revised, if recommended by Panel. For future discussion; potential ad hoc committee. 
Presentation on IDEA Indicator #8 (Parent Involvement): Dr. Tony Lobianco of the Human Development Institute, UK, provided presentation via SKYPE. Sue Burgin. Presentation was in response to request from SAPEC during the June 2015 Panel meeting. Presentation focused attention on why, how and when data was collected related to parent involvement. Presentation was cut short due to technical difficulties. Jeff Coles from KDE provided more information related to this topic and responded to questions from Panel members. 
Project AWARE Kentucky: Advancing Wellness and Resilience in Education: Kathryn Tillett from KDE provided an overview of the program. Mental/Behavioral Health focus in response to recent school shootings. Goals of Ky AWARE: Goal 1: Expand capacity fo KDE to increase awarness of mental health issues among school aged youth. 2: Connect children, youth and families, who may have behav health issues, with approp services. 3: Develop a systemic behave health model and implement it in the LEA’s. 4: Provide training to school personnel and other adults. How? Youth Mental Health First Aid training. Increase Behavioral Health literacy and decreasing stigma (partnering with KET). Ongoing collaborative efforts with identified state partners (BHDID, SIAC,RIAC, KY PBIS network, Fair Teams, Safe Schools, etc.).
Nominations for 2016 SAPEC Officers: Chair, Ryan Beard postponed this discussion.
Members of the Panel will meet at 5:30 in the Lobby of the resort and carpool to the Wolfe County Public Library, where the public forum will be held at 6-7 p.m.
The Panel took at break at 4:15pm. 

Public Hearing Concerns Assigned to Committees
The public hearing was held at the Wolfe County Public Library. It was called to order at 6pm by Chair, Ryan Beard.

Mission Statement was read to all present.  Floor was opened for anyone who wanted to address the panel. As of 6:12, no public was present. 
Panel member Helen Jones read an email she received from a parent in Fayette County regarding her daughter who has intellectual disabilities. Concerns were related to services for her daughter who has disabilities and her educational program. The daughter is presently being home schooled, and the parent is seeking additional support by the district. 
Ryan Beard, Chair, read the closing statement and the public forum was adjourned at 6:23pm. 

Discussion following the public hearing related to communication with the public following a public forum. Jacyln Risden Smith, when a member of the executive committee, sent thank you letters to all members of the public who addressed the Panel. Since that time, no person has been identified to take on this duty. Further discussion is expected during the September 18, 2015 meeting. 
Ryan Beard, Chair, appointed members to two ad hoc committees. The appointments are:

Ryan Beard, chair, created an ad hoc committee to discuss term limits and bylaw changes related to partial terms. Asked for self nominations from committee members by September 18, 2015. 
General Business Meeting II

Ryan Beard, Chair, called the meeting to order at 8:36am. 
General Business Session II

Ryan Beard, Chair, welcomed committee members. 

Committee Assignments: 
Discussion centered on how to more effectively engage the general public in public forums. Discussion also revolved around barriers to public participation, including how public forums are publicized. 

ByLaw Revision Ad Hoc Committee was formed by Ryan Beard, Chair, to address term limits, partial terms, duties of officers: Martha Slemp, Brian Lovell, Margaret Bausch, Brent Merritt, Stella Beard, Vickey Reilly, Ryan Beard, Elisabeth Jensen, Ronnie Nolan
Nomination Committee: names may be submitted to Elisabeth Jensen within 2 weeks of the September 18, 2015 meeting. At that time the nominating committee will submit those names to Ryan Beard. 

Ryan Beard, Chair, recommended that the duties of the secretary be amended to include the responsibility of sending acknowledgement communication to all persons who address the committee during the public forum. Ronnie Nolan motioned, Margaret Bausch seconded it. Motion passed. 
Ronnie Nolan made a motion to create a communication committee charged with the responsibility of publicizing public forums, both statewide and in the local communities, chaired by the Vice Chair of the Executive Committee. Seconded by Elisabeth Jensen. Discussion commenced related to who should be included in the committee and who we should target with information. Motion passed. 
McKinney-Vento Education of Homeless Children and Youth Assistance Act: Helen Jones, Division of Consolidated Plans and Audits, Office of Next Generation Schools and Districts, KDE. 
Provided an overview of the Act and how it impacts children and youth in Kentucky. Also, focused on the rights of homeless children and youth, including FAPE, proof of residency, proof of guardianship and educational records. 

Definition of homelessness was provided along with “unaccompanied youth.” Kentucky had 34,000 homeless youth during the 2012-13 school year. Only 16 of our school districts receive McKinney-Vento Act., while nearly all have homeless children and youth. The other districts may use Title I funds. Ms. Jones identified barriers for homeless students identified with special education needs. 
Committee Work/Reports 
FAPE: Justin Cooper reported on the information presented during the public forum. Findings are to recommend to KDE to follow-up with parent who emailed from Fayette County and recommend reenrollment of the student in her local school district to encourage increased services.
Location: Vickey Reilly reported the recommendation of the committee:

· January/February meeting happen in Frankfort. 

· Early June meeting would take place at Dale Hollow State Resort Park. 

· September meeting to take place at Carter Caves State Resort Park. 
· November at the CEC Conference

Debbie Seider motioned to approve the recommended dates and locations for future meetings. Margaret Bausch seconded the motion. 

Communication: Ronnie Nolan will forward flyer template to Stella Beard for use by the Committee in promoting future meetings. 
Stella Beard will develop, with input from Panel members, a distribution list for people interested in the work of the Panel.
Communication Committee will develop a new Facebook page for the State Advisory Panel for Exceptional Children. There are currently 400 likes on the current page and those people will be invited to “like” the new page. 

The Panel discussed other opportunities for promoting the public forum at the upcoming CEC conference. Including an exhibit table for information about the Panel available throughout the conference. Also, inclusion of the Panel and Forum promotion in the program of the conference, with a flyer at the registration table.

Jeff Coles will inquire about possible booth sharing at the CEC conference. If SAPEC has a table, the Communication Committee will develop/design, etc. materials for distribution.
