Signing up for Professional Learning for Peer Observers 

The Peer Observer courses were developed through collaboration between KDE and KET to provide training for peer observers. Educators have found them useful for learning more about the Framework for Teaching, providing quality feedback, and getting the most from the peer observation process. Each course is comprised of three modules that can be completed in a self-paced manner and takes approximately three hours to complete. At the end of the course,  a certificate is automatically generated for completion if the participant has earned a passing score on all assessments. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Professional Learning for Peer Observers is targeted to teachers in year 1 of training. Professional Learning for Peer Observers-Renewal 2015 is targeted to peer observers fulfilling their year 3 training requirement.

· On the Enroll page, check the Terms of Service box and click the yellow ENROLL button.
· Once enrolled, the next page shows the course in “My Courses.” 
· Click the hyperlinked title to launch.
