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There were 43 participants in the PPGES field test.   Of those respondents, 15 were principal supervisors and 28 were principals.  There are several data sources and processes that measure the 7 Performance Standards of the PPGES.  The data sources include 3 tools to capture the data: VAL-ED, TELL Kentucky, and ASSIST.  The VAL-ED survey is used to measure principal self-reflections, supervisor observations, principal progress on professional growth planning and teachers perceptions.   The TELL Survey is used to capture teacher working conditions and can be used to track progress on principals’ professional growth planning.  The ASSIST tool is used to capture progress on principals’ student growth goals for their schools.  A survey was sent to the field test participants, there were 28 respondents (65% of respondents).  Two focus group discussions were held in in a central location with 6 total participants (14% of all participants).  Separate focus group discussions were held with principals and supervisors.  The training, measures and implementation of the PPGES were studied.   
The participants had a very positive view of the main components of the PPGES.  All participants had positive views of the Student Growth Goal Setting Process, Reflective Practice and Professional Growth Planning components of the PPGES.   All but one survey participant had a positive view of the Observation/School Site Visit Component of the PPGES.  When looking at the tools, participants had a less positive view of using those tools to measure principal effectiveness.  This can be explained by a need for more training to help participants understand how the tool is going to be used in the PPGES.   Nearly 40% of participants did not understand how the ASSIST tool was going to be used to capture progress toward student growth goals.    
In looking at the overall perceptions of the PPGES, All participants understood their role in the PPGES and felt comfortable being assessed/assessing principals in the PPGES framework; however, 30% did not feel that their districts had the capacity to train all principals in the proper use of the PPGES and 24% did not feel they received adequate training in the PPGES.   This underscores the need for more training in the proper use of the PPGES for participants.  
Moving forward with the PPGES research, the multiple measures will be examined further with the tools being compared to student growth results.   Like in the TPGES, the tools for the PPGES will be studied further to determine their relationship with student growth.   That would allow for more information to become available in order to determine weightings for the multiple measures.  Those analyses need to wait until student growth data become available in the fall and more principals participate in the PPGES.   We are also looking to implement the same research design next year with a greater number of participants.
