4The turtle is a reptile that carries its home on its back. The turtle cannot come out of its shell. The shell is the turtle’s home and
its protection from predators. Turtles swim in the water, and when it is warm they like to sit in the sun.

50One bird that lives at the pond is the duck. The duck swims in the water, flies in the air, and lives on the ground. The mother
duck builds her nest in the grass for her eggs.

6Another bird that lives near the pond is the hawk. The hawk spends most of its time off the ground looking for prey. The hawk

flies in the air to hunt, but does not swim in the water.
