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Purpose

The purpose of the annual child count survey is to provide the
U.S. Department of Education (ED) with data required by Title I,
Parts A and D, of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act
as amended by the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA), for use
in the calculation of grants to local educational agencies (LEAS)
and state agencies (SAs) responsible for providing free public
education for children in institutions or community day programs
for neglected or delinquent children.

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Definitions
Neglected and Delinquent

The term “neglected,” when used with respect to a child, youth or student,
means an individual who has been committed to an institution (other than
a foster home) or voluntarily placed under applicable state law due to

abandonment, neglect or death of his or her parents or guardians. (EssaA
Section 1432)

The term “delinquent,” when used with respect to a child, youth or
student, means an individual who resides in a public or private residential
facility other than a foster home that is operated for the care of children
and youth who have been adjudicated delinquent (court ordered) or in
need of supervision. (ESSA Section 1432)

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What is the Annual Child Count?

The Annual Count is an annual survey that collects an estimate of the number of
students who are “eligible” for Title |, Part D funds in each state.

Eligibility for counting and eligibility for serving are different!

Window Count

This period is 30 consecutive days, and at least one day must be in the month of October.

The State Educational Agency (SEA), the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE), selects
the count period for all Local Education Agencies (LEAS) to use.

Locally operated institutions that meet the
definition of an institution for neglected or
delinquent children.

Local Educational Agency Eligibility

For an LEA to be eligible and receive Title I, Part
D, Subpart 2 funding, an LEA must meet at least
one of the following criteria:
